Saturday, June 6, 2010.    Appearance and introduction on stage at the Miss Sparta Pageant.  The new Little Miss Sparta and her Princesses, and Jr. Miss Sparta and her Princesses.  This is held at the Sparta Sr. High auditorium at 7:00pm.  Please have the girls there by 6:30pm.  Check in and meet at the “Visiting Queens” desk in the front hallway.  There will be two free passes for girls parents.  They will be escorted in and will sit with the other visiting royalty from other towns/festivals.  The girls are to wear a nice dress, their sash and tiara.  After the pageant there will be a reception at The Greens.  Here there will be a grand march, introducing all the new Miss Sparta royalty and their parents.  The girls and parents are encouraged to attend this.

Butterfest Weekend.      June, 10, 11, 12, 13 and 14.

Wednesday, June 10th.  Pasta dinner to meet and greet the new 2010 Royal Family.  Dinner runs from 5pm to 7pm in the Fest tent.  $5.00 adults and $3.00 for children 14 and under. 2010 royal family should be there by 4:30pm to meet and greet guests as they come in.  The 2010 Royalty  dinners will be free.  

Friday night, June 12th .   Appearance at the Lip Sync competition.  The girls will meet at the Pageant Headquarters on the grounds.  (Motorhome in back of the free stage).  This will be the drop off and the pick up meeting area, for the girls for the weekend.  At the lip sync competition, the girls will sit together at the competition.  If your daughter is to perform with a group, please let us know.  The girls will possibly be introduced on stage during the competition.  The girls are to wear casual dress, sash and tiara.  Before leaving the grounds that night please make sure to pick up their Butterfest t-shirt that they will be wearing on the grounds on Saturday.  The pageant will furnish these shirts to the girls to keep.  This is the only event that the girls are required to attend this night.  Remember to pick up the girls after the competition at the headquarters.  Times for dropping off and pick up will be announced at a later date.  Please remember, that the girls will always be well chaperoned at all the Butterfest events.   Please note also, that the girls may come to the Butterfest grounds in their tiara and sash, but it must be removed at the headquarters before leaving.  This will be the same policy at all events.  The tiara and sash are to be removed following dismissal from specified activities.

Saturday, June 11th.    Girls are to meet at the headquarters at 10:00am.  They are to wear their Butterfest shirts, denim shorts or jeans, comfortable walking shoes, sash and tiara.  The girls will be making appearances all over the grounds this day.  They will attend the shows, promotions, arts and crafts, carnival, quilt show, etc.  The pageant will furnish food, drinks and a limited number of carnival ride tickets to the girls.  Other purchases will require their own spending money.  Again, the girls will be chaperoned at all times.  Royalty must stay together as a group until dismissed by chaperones.  Please no extra friends are allowed to tag along.  Please make sure before leaving the girls with the chaperones that you get a pick up time to come and get your daughter.  If someone else is going to be picking up your daughter, please let the chaperone know when you drop her off.  The pick up time will be around 4:00pm.

Sunday, June 14th.    Pre-parade reception at the Sparta Chamber of Commerce depot.  This is a reception hosted by the Miss Sparta Pageant Committee and the past Butterfest Festmasters.  We invite all visiting royalty that is here for the parade to come and meet our new royalty.  We serve snacks and drinks.  This reception starts at 10:00am, but we would like the girls there at 9:30am.  Royalty may be dropped off at the reception and will be chaperoned through the parade.  Girls may be picked up at the Butterfest headquarters following the parade.  After the girls go through the parade, they will watch the rest of the parade together as a group.  Attire for the day will be a nice dress, sash and tiara.  The new queens and the Miss Sparta attendants will be riding the float.  The Little and Jr. Miss Princesses will be riding in a vehicle of some sort. (this may change from year to year, such as a car or horse and buggy).  Just so that the new Little Miss and Jr. Miss queens know how dressy to get, the new Miss Sparta and her attendants will be wearing long formal dresses.  Not that you need to, but a nice party type dress would be nice. 

Expected future parade attire;

Attendants;  tan shorts or pants (weather determining this), yellow Butterfest shirt (provided by the pageant), comfortable walking shoes, sash and tiara.  The Little Miss and Jr. Miss Princesses will walk in front of the float with the Festmaster.

Queens;  Will wear dress provided by the pageant committee.  They will ride on the Butterfest float.  This dress will be provided by the first out of town parade.  She will also wear her sash and tiara. The girls will be getting a lot of buttons from other festivals at parades.  The girls will be furnished a bag that all of these buttons may be put.   The only buttons allowed on the sash are the ones the pageant committee tells you that you can wear.  At least one parent is to attend and chaperone at the out of town parades, unless other arrangements have been made and okayed by Marlene and George Martin.  

Parents of the Princesses;  At least one parent of the Princesses is required to walk with the Butterfest committee along the parade route.  The parent(s) are also required to pay $3.00 dues to be covered by the insurance.  This money must be paid at the first parade.  The Butterfest committee would also like the parent(s) to also purchase a yellow Butterfest  shirt (or regular yellow) to wear while walking with the float.  This will be worn along with tan shorts or pants.  The Butterfest shirt will sold to you at cost, or you may take any yellow shirt to P&P Products and ask them to apply the Butterfest logo to it. (For a cost of around $7.00). 

Pre-parade receptions.  Some festivals have a pre-parade reception for visiting royalty.  The asterisk designates the festivals that usually have reception. (Please see attached parade schedule).  Times will be designated after we have received the invitations.

We also have a couple of parades that require specialty wear.  This year it will be the Tomah 4th of July parade.  At this parade we will be wearing all red/white/blue outfits.  This consists of any “red/white/blue Americana T-shirt, blue jean shorts or skort or blue jean pants.  Any thing with the patriotic look.  Parents also.

Out of town parades;  We usually meet were we store the float and caravan to the parade town.  Specific times will be announced prior to parade date.

Cold weather parade attire;  Please purchase a yellow turtleneck and a hunter green sweatshirt to wear with your tan pants.  The parades early Spring and Fall can be kinda chilly to very cold. We do have some green pullover windbreakers that the little girls can borrow also.

Please see the attached sheet for tentative parade schedule.  NOTE;  this schedule is only tentative and subject to change.  It is based on last years parade schedule and we haven’t received all invites as of yet.

The royalty will receive a tiara bag (same one used to put fest buttons in at parades) to store the tiaras in between appearances.  Please use this to help maintain the tiara’s shine and quality.  Please do not use hairspray in the girl’s hair after the tiara has been put on the head.  It is also a good idea to rinse and dry the tiara after each use to help keep it looking good.  Smoke in the home will also turn the tiara yellow, so make sure to clean it and if someone in the home smokes, place in a plastic bag and then into the tiara bag.

PLEASE NOTE:  The Miss Sparta Pageant Committee meets every month (except the months of June and December) the third Monday.  We meet at the Franciscan Skemp Healthcare, basement, in the Antonia room at 6:30pm.  We strongly urge the parent or parents of the new Royalty to attend these meetings.  You will find it much easier to keep track of what is going on through out the year, plus also you will be able to give us your input in what you also think.
